Attendance Reminder-Parents need to contact the Attendance Secretary when a student is absent from school. If a child is
going to be on vacation or out for a surgery then the parent must email Mrs. Blome @blome_d@ohlsd.org in advance and list the
range of dates for the absence along with the reason for the absence. Extended absences for surgery will also require a doctor note
to be sent in when the student returns to school. A parent can call the absence line (513) 922-1485 and press 1 to reach the
absence line voice mail to leave a message about an upcoming absence for a surgery or vacation with the range of dates as well as
the reason for the extended absence. Contacting a child’s teacher via email does not excuse an absence-it needs to be
communicated with the attendance office so that the attendance record can be updated. Doctor Notes are also required for any
absences (including doctor or dentist appointments during the day) after 10 absent days.
