Policy 5516 Student Hazing - Defines and expressly prohibits any and all forms of hazing activities in the 

district.

Policy 5630.01 Positive Behavior Intervention and Supports and Limited Use of Restraint and Seclusion – 

Requires districts to annually notify parents of their policy and practices related to PBIS requirements, as 

well as the emergency use of physical restraint and seclusion, including the complaint process. For 

additional information, please see the approved policy.
